Criteria to obtain a visa
You must demonstrate that you:

· Intend a genuine visit to Australia

· unlikely to remain in Australia after your visa has expired

· Have access to adequate funds for your proposed travel in Australia

· Are of good health and character ( for Example: not have tuberculosis and criminal convictions)   

Visa application be refused
You may have:

· Provided insufficient documentation when you lodged as evidence of your claims

· Submitted fraudulent documentation 

· Lodged an application that was incomplete

· You do not meet health or character requirements

When can you expect to have a decision on your application?
        We aim to process your visitor VISA application in 7 working days (after receipt) if you lodge using a travel agent or the courier service. We will process your visitor VISA application in 30 working days (after receipt) if you lodge in person and do not use the courier service for return of your decision/passport. However, the Embassy reserves the right to prioritized applications. You are responsible for lodging in advance of making any confirm travel arrangement.

TEMPORARY BUSINESS INFORMATION (Short stay up to 3months stay)

When can I lodge my temporary business application?

You can lodge your application Monday, Tuesday, Thursday or Friday between 9:30 am and 12:30 pm.

SUBMITTING AND COLLECTING TRAVEL DOCUMENT FROM DIMA, AUSTRALIAN EMBASSY, MANILA

If you are unable to collect your travel document personally, or authorize an agent to collect your travel document, you will need to make adequate, secure arrangements for its return to you.      

If you require your travel document to be returned to you from DIMA at the Embassy the referred method is by courier (DHL,FEDEX, Etc.). You will be required to prepare a prepaid voucher from the receipt of the airway bill signed by the visa applicant.

For security reasons it is not advisable to submit or return travel documents by registered or ordinary mail.

SPONSORED VISITOR VISAS
On 1 July 2000 a new visitor visa introduced to enable individuals organizations in Australia to sponsor visitors.

The new visa was one of the recommendations of a review of illegal workers commissioned by the government in 1999.

It has been design for people who may not be able to obtain a visitors visa due to doubt that they are genuine visitors who will abide by their visa conditions. 

An Australian sponsor can provide an undertaking that their visitors will abide by visa conditions, including that they depart Australia before their visa expires.

In some cases, a financial security bond may be requested to ensure the person leaves at the end of their visit. 

The aim of the sponsored visitor visa is to:  

· Accommodate the many requests from relatives in Australia    who wish to guarantee that their nominated guest will leave Australia before the expiry of their visa

· Reduce the high non-return rates for applicants from some countries

· Emphasize to  sponsors the importance of their undertakings, and

· Emphasize to visitors the need to abide by their visa conditions

The three key features of the visa are:

· A mandatory sponsorship

· A discretionary security bond

· Penalties that will apply to the sponsor if the visitor breaches visa conditions

ELIGIBILITY

Under this visa class there are two visas Subclasses:
1. The Sponsored Family Visitors (Short Stay)(subclasses 679). In this subclasses, only relatives and federal, state and territory Members of Parliament, government agencies and local government majors can provide sponsorship.

A relative is defined in the Migration Regulations as a spouse, parent, brother, sister, child, adopted child, aunt, uncle, niece, nephew, grandparents, grandchild and the ‘step’ or adopted equivalents of these.

There are no previsions for fiance (e) s, in-laws, cousins or friends or partners of the same sex to provide a sponsorship.

2. The sponsored Business Visitor (short stay) (subclass 459). Only Federal, State and territory Members of Parliament, government agencies and local government major’s can provide the required sponsorship.

Sponsors must complete a sponsorship form (form 1149) which is available from offices of the Department of Immigration and Multicultural Affairs (DIMA) in Australia, from Australian Government offices outside Australia, or from the internet at www.immi.gov.au.

The sponsorship form must be lodged by the visa applicant at the overseas office together with the visitor application form and the correct visa form applicant charge.

THE SECURITY BOND

The sponsored visitor visa also enables DIMA officers to request a security bond, which may be forfeited if the visitor breaches visa conditions.

The amount of the security bond is determined on a case by case basis by the Australian Government office overseas, and may range from A$5,000-A$10,000 per person.

The bond enables the Government to recoup some of the costs incurred in locating and removing visitors who breach visa conditions and become illegal.

If a security bond is required, a letter outlining the process for lodging the bond will be sent to the sponsor. It must be paid in full in Australia before a final decision can be made on the application.

The security bond is not payable at offices of the Australian Government overseas. Refunds are arranged once the visitor has lawfully left Australia. Information on refunds is provided at the time the bond is requested.

Applying for Permanent Residence in Canada


Applicants for permanent residence in Canada can submit their applications by post to the address of the Embassy identified above. Applications can also be submitted in the boxes provided for this purpose in the hallway outside the immigration section. The Embassy does not provide application forms for applicants seeking permanent residence.

Applying for a work permit


In general, anyone wishes to work in Canada, regardless of the length of employment, requires a Work Permit issued overseas and approval form from the Human Resources Department in Canada confirming that job opportunities for Canadian residents will not be negatively affected by the recruitement of a foreign worker.

Therefore, if you wish to work in Canada, you must obtain a job offer from a Canadian employer. Your prospective employer must then contact Human Resources Development Canada, HRDC, for approval to hire a foreign worker. If HRDC determines that qualified Canadian citizens or permanent residents are not available to fill the position, your job offer maybe approved and validated. Once the job offer has been validated by Human resources and Development Canada, the onus is on you and/or your employer to download the appropriate application forms from website, complete them, and forward them together with the supporting documents described below and the processing fee to the Embassy.


We are open to the public Monday to Thursday 08:00 - 11:00 am & Friday 08:00 -10:00 am (holidays excepted). Applications can be submitted in person during these times. Applications can also be submitted in the boxes provided for this purpose in the hallway outside the immigration section, or by post.

Completion of the forms and payment of the processing fee does NOT guarantee acceptance of your application. Once we have received and reviewed your submission, we will advise you further concerning a personal interview or other requirements which may apply.

Note: Applicants may be required to undergo and pass a prescribed medical examination at their own expense.
