Day 07 / Apr 21 
BERLIN ï WROCLAW (B,D) 

Cross the Polish border on your way to 
Wroclaw, boasting fascinating architecture, 
many rivers and bridges, and a lively and 
metropolitan cultural scene.

Sightseeing today mostly by coach in-
cludes Kuôdamm - the main shopping 
boulevard, Kaiser Wilhelm Memorial 
Church, Tiergardten - Berlin’s Central 
Green Park, the Victory Column, Belle-
vue Palace - residence of the Federal 
President, Congress Hall, Kanzleramt - 
the German White House, Reichstag, 
Checkpoint Charlie, the famous Berlin 
Wall, Alexanderplatz – 2nd highest Tele-
vision Tower in Europe, Unter Den Linden
